b. The students who wish to act as teaching assistants must have the recommendation of the
Director of the International Exchange Center of OIU,

¢. The tuition fee at the Naresuan University International College will be borne by NU.

d. NU will provide on-campus accommodations for the students from OIU during their program
period at NU, the cost of which will be borne by NU.

Since the student exchange agrecment between Naresuan University and Osaka
International University was concluded in 2000, it has been out pleasure to host your
sludents at the School of Japanese Stuclies for Foreign Students. 'We always hope what
your students learn and experience in Japan will influence their career in a positive way.

Since the start of the exchange program, we have subsidized the expenses of the
homestay of yo11r_'c;;\"_l'¢_l'1:e'u:1_ge students according to the student exchange agreement,
From 2000 till 2016, 28 students from your universily have taken part in the exchange,
program while, on the other }mchJ the number of students from us has only been 17 to
date. The imbalance of exchauge students between our universities is quite big, and it
has reached the stage where we cannot shoulder the homestay fee any more.

Since the exchange of students should be reciprocal, we are forced under the
circunistances to reconsider whelther it is feasible for us to continue in the student
cxchange agreement.
